Our staff is available to you 24/7. 

Your community office is your go-to when looking for resources. You can always go to 
your community office whenever you need help or have  
questions. In the office, you’ll find your community coordinator, or their office staff, who 
can help you with:  

•	 Lockouts from your room
•	 Questions about moving in or out
•	 Help with submitting a work order

KEYS & COMMUNITY ACCESS

Your UCF ID card serves as your apartment key.  
Each bedroom is secured with a separate hard key for added privacy. 

Community access is restricted to those who live in the building. Do not hold doors open 
for other students – though the Knight Way is to always be a good neighbor, each resident 
is responsible for their own access to the building to keep us all as safe as possible.

DESK HOURS & SERVICES



•	 You can request a P.O. box from Mail Services and receive 
a mail key- this key must be returned at the end of the 
year. 

•	 You will receive an email when your packages are ready 
for pick up. Please do not come to the mail center prior to  
receiving that email!  

•	 Each community is assigned a mail center. Residents of  
that community will not be able to pick up their packages  
at any other mail center.  

•	 Grocery deliveries such as Hello Fresh are accepted by  
our mail centers when delivered through a traditional  
package carrier (USPS, FedEx, UPS, DHL, etc.)

Food deliveries like Uber Eats or Door Dash are NOT accepted at our mail centers or community 
office front desks. Students MUST meet the delivery driver outside of the residence hall to receive 

their order, such as the nearest parking lot. 

MAIL & DELIVERIES



INTERNET & CABLE
•	 Wi-Fi is available throughout NorthView and does not require device registration. 
•	 Ethernet ports are also provided in each unit (residents must supply their own  

Ethernet cable). 
•	 Cable TV service is not included.

LAUNDRY 
Each unit in NorthView includes a side-by-side washer and dryer. For any maintenance 
concerns or issues, please submit a work order through the designated portal.

BIKE STORAGE
NorthView offers a dedicated bike cage located in the parking garage. Access requires  
a separate key, which can be checked out at the Community office by showing your  
UCF ID. 

•	 Use at your own risk: Residents are responsible for securing their own bikes.
•	 Personal locks are strongly encouraged.
•	 The bike cage includes electrical outlets for charging e-scooters.
•	 For NorthView residents only.

AMENITIES



POOL
•	 Pool hours are from 8 am - 11 pm 
•	 No glass around the pool area  

GYM
•	 Gym from 8 am - 11 pm 
•	 Shirt and always closed toed shoes 
•	 Gym equipment cannot be removed 

from the space 
•	 Please report any equipment issues 

to the community office 
•	 Open containers (cups or cans) or 

glassware are strictly prohibited 
•	 Residents can only bring two guests 

into the space 
•	 Residents are required to wipe down 

equipment after use 
•	 Entry door cannot be propped 

GAME ROOM
•	 Open 8 am - 11 pm 
•	 The game room is a community 

space with no reservation required 
•	 Residents must clean up after any 

guests in their party. Storing food, 
snacks and supplies in the kitchen 
area of the game room is strictly  
prohibited 

•	 Doors cannot be propped

SAUNA
•	 Towels and shoes required 
•	 Sauna hours are from 8 am – 11 pm 

TIKKI BAR
•	 Quiet hours apply 
•	 Residents must clean up after any 

guests in their party. Storing food, 
snacks and supplies in the kitchen 
area of the tiki bar is strictly  
prohibited 

•	 Alcohol is prohibited in the tiki bar/ 
patio area 

•	 Guest policy still applies to all open 
spaces 

 

GENERAL GUIDELINES
•	 Outside groups and entities are not 

permitted to utilize NorthView  
amenities and resident spaces 

•	 Alcohol is strictly prohibited from all 
community spaces 

•	 NorthView amenities are for NV  
residents and their guests

AMENITIES



BEFORE YOU PARK
•	 Register your car at the NV office or risk towing and fines.
•	 One parking permit per resident. 

WHERE NOT TO PARK
•	 Residents and guests of NorthView are not permitted to park in Hillel or CCM spaces 

or lots without designated parking permits — violators may be towed. 
•	 Car must occupy one parking space. 
•	 Park and Ride to campus for non-NorthView residents is strictly prohibited.  
•	 No trailers, RVs, campers (find clearance) are prohibited from parking in the garage. 
•	 No EV charging in the garage. 

GUESTS
•	 Guests and visitors of residents must park in visitor parking.  
•	 Guests cannot park in a visitor spot longer than 72 hours.

OTHER RULES
•	 No EV charging in the garage.
•	 NorthView/ DHRL is not responsible for any damages, theft or loss of property in the 

garage.
•	 Tempering with the garage gate arm is strictly prohibited and can result in a  

minimum of a $250 fine or potential legal action. 
•	 Parking in an ADA parking place without a DMV issues placard or license plate will 

result in a $250 fine and potential towing of the vehicle.

RA on Call/Community Office
Call the RA on Call/Community Office when you’re locked out, have time sensitive 
questions or concerns, or if there is an urgent issue. This number is answered 24 
hours a day, 7 days a week if you need anything. You can find this number on the 
first page of this guide. If you have an emergency, call 911.

Your RA
Your RAs are here to help you when they can, but remember, they are also UCF 
Students. If you have general questions that are not time sensitive, feel free to ask 
your RA. You should always call the Community Office number if there is an  
elevated issue, or if it’s late at night. 

Work Control 
You can submit work request online, but if there is a more urgent maintenance 
concern, you should call the number below. Examples include when there is a  
severe leak in your room, if your electricity goes out, or if an elevator isn’t working 
properly.
